Rajasthan Home Guards Department is planning to undertake the
Physical Efficiency Test (PET) and Physical Standard Test (PST) of
3,88,455 candidates who would be participating in the Enrolment
process for Home Guards Volunteers. This test is likely to be
conducted during 2025-26.

PET & PST would be carried out simultaneously minimum at 04
different locations in the State. Approximately 2000-3000 candidates
shall be called for PET and PST daily at each of these Centres. These
Centres may be functional even on holidays.

The contractor should ensure that all the candidates who are called and
report for the PET/PST on any particular day, shall be subjected to the
test on the very same day. Further, rest of the candidates, if any, should

Department, without any additional charge.
