4, As sOoOn as an accused is challaned in any cognie
-zable offence, an entry should be made in Part IIT of
VCNB and also in Index to convicts and suspects Register
of the place of his residence.

: For emample, if any offence is committed in
Police Station Manak Chowk (Jaipur) an entry regarding
F.I.R. .15 to be made in Part II of VCNB of P.S. Manak
Chowk, Now, if the accused belongs to P.S. Neem~Kaw-
Thana (Sikar) at the time of challaning the accused,
8.H.O. Manak Chowk (whdre the case was registered)
should send an 'Information Roll' to the Police station
of the accused's residence (P.S. Neem-ka-Thana). S.H.O.
