A Bidder may be considered to be in Conflict of Interest with one or more parties in a bidding
process if, including but not limited to:

have controlling partners/shareholders in common; or

receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or

have the same legal representative for purposes of the Bid; or

have a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts

them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the Bid of another

Bidder, or influence the decisions of the Procuring Entity regarding the bidding process;

Filling an appeal

If any Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of procuring
Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or the Rules or the Guidelines issued
thereunder, he may file an appeal to First Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding
Ducument within a period of ten days from the date of such decision of action, omission, as the
case may be, clearly giving the specific ground or grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the appeal ~ may be filed only by a
Bidder who has participated in procurement  proceedings:

Provided further that in case a Procuring Entity evaluated thae Technical Bids before the opening
of the Financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bids may be filed only by a
Bidder whose Technical Bid is found to he acceptable.

The officer whom an appeal is filed under para (1) shall deal with the appeal as expeditiously as
possible and shall Endeavour to dispose it of within thirty days from the date of the appeal.
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3) If the officer designated under para (1) fails to dispuse of the appeal filed within the period
specified in para (2), or if the Bidder of prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity is aggrieved by
