If any Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of procuring Entity is in

-contraventionto.-the provisionssofthe Act-erdbeRuleswr the Guidehnes issued theronndoryhe-may-fle-unr-appeal to

First Appellate Authonty, as specified in the Bidding Ducument within a period of ten days from the date of such
decision of action, omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground or grounds on which he feels
aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the ‘appeal may be filed only by a Bldder who has
participated in procurement proceedings:

Provided further that in case a Procuring Entity evaluated thae Technical Blds before: the opemng of the Financial
Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Fmancxal Bids may be filed only by a Bidder whose Technical Bid is found
to he acceptable.

The officer whom an appeal is filed under para (1) shall deal with the appeal as expeditiously as possible and shall
Endeavour to dispose it of within thirty days from the date of the appeal.

If the officer designated under para (1) fails to dispuse of the appeal filed within the period specified in para (2), or
if the Bidder of prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity is aggrieved by the order passed by the first appellate

Appeal not to lie in certain cases

(D) Cancellation of a procurement process ; -

Form of Appeal

(B) Every appeal shall be accompanied by an order appealed against, if any, affidavit verifying the facts stated in
the appeal and proof of payment of fee.

(C) Every appeal may be presented to First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case may be,
in person or through registered post or authorized representative.

Fee for filing appeal

(A) Fee for first appeal shall be rupees two thousand five hundred and for second appeal shall be rupees ten
thousand, which shall be non-refundable.

(B) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft or banker’s cheque or a Scheduled Bank in India payable
in the name of Appellate Authority concerned.

Procedure for disposal of appeal
(A) The First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case may be, upon filing of appeal, shall

issue notice accompanied by copy of appeal, affidavit and documents, if any, to the respondents and fix date of
hearing.

(B) On the date fixed for hearing, the First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case may be,
