an appeal to First Appellate authority, as specified in the Bidding
document within a period of ten days from the date of such decision or
action, omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground
or grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a bidder as successful the appeal may
be filed only by a bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings:

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive,
Procuring Entity will correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of
Financial Bids on the following basis:

If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that
